This might all round the glabs all the Irish that
are fres meet in the celebration of the anniversary
of the great saint of whom we ate proud to be the
sons, The sons of 8t. Patrick love the dear old
sod and the shamrock groves ; all have closest to
their hearts the idea of the sctual condition of
Ireland—of the shame and misery that are
brought upon her by subjection to foreign rule,

by rule—and their most desire for the liberation | -

of Ireland, and for the restoring of ourdear land
‘to ber.national rights, and the people of Ireland
to prosperity and honor (cheers). fsqid all the
Irishmen who ars free to meet in honor of the
patron sdaint .of Ireland, but thera are a great
many Irishmen to-night who are not fres to meet
the Bhamrock, or pay respect to. the memory of
Bt Patrick or to Ircland. There are over forty
Irishmen still in penal irprisonment for acts
committed purely and solely through their love-
fo Ireland, and their indignation at the wrongs
of Ireland, and their desite, however unwise and
imprudent, to liberate and get justice dona to
Ireland (cheers), Electricity is being employed
by us now to send a message to our brethern and-
sympathisers in Ireland, and there ig nn electri-
city of the spirit which will make its way to each
one of those dismal, solitary cells to-night, and
tell these captives, in words which will reach
their hearts, that while their brethren_outside
are meeting in sosrces and other festive gather-
ings to celebrate the day of their patron saint,
