The body ° objeoted to the
Amalgamation Bill befure Parliament, sad to all
excessive amalgamations befween railways, un-
less clauses wero enacted for protecting the
public interests, Their main objection was that
this and similaf amalgamativns had a. tendeaoy
{0 render compelition impossihle, and in that
way tn destroy securities which they considered
Parliament had pruvided for the protection of

the proposed amalgamation thero was a very
large amoua. of actaal railway competition, but
there was 4 very large amount of potential Com-.
tition.” The "Lancashire and Yorkshire, and
odon and North West Companies were, when
they wero formed, really competing companics
in very important  districts, -and if the competi-
tion intenaed by farliament when it granted
g«:wers for the formation of thess companies had
en actively excreised, the Chamber thought it
would have been & yery valuable secarity for
the int8rests uf traders” and the publio in those
districte.
