TUE CULTIVATION OF CABBAGES.

tion than what has hitherto been bestowcd onthem-
Throughout England and Beotland fhe cultiva-
tion of the crop is gradmally extending, and
descrvedly s0. Perbaps -there is no green crop
thas gives n greater return for the cost of its
production than cobbage. The crop is also uot
8o subject $o the. various diseases which affect
other green crops, and, on the whole, it is a safe
crop for the farmer to cultivate. In this country
its cultivation has becn chicfly confined to gar=
dens or small-plots of ground ; as & rotation crop
it has not béen recognised by farmers, Yor small
farmers its caltivation is specially adapted. The
orop may be planted ot all seasons of the year

and ndvantage may be taken of this fact in fill-

}iog up nnoccupied plots of ground, and blanke

in uther green crups arising through failure, &o
It suits well also gs a ‘4 stolen” crop. If o crop
is removed off tho ground early in the sedson it
may be succceded with advantage by cabbages ,

and this is o point that sheuld bo particnlarly
attended o by small farmers; thdre . ground
ghoald never be idle; if possible, they. shonld
endeavour to take two crops in the same seasou,
and, where soil and climate are favourable, this
is quite practicable with ‘soine crops. "Attention
to these matters will enable a small firmer to
raise as much prodace as one with double the ex~
tent of ground. - From ' this hebeeforward the

J cultivation of the main crup of eabbagés may be

procecded . with and céntinued until abont “the
tirst week in May, The small farmer generully
puts down the crop with {he'spade. Tl grourd
having been ploughed or dug during the winter
it is now hamrowed; afterwards frenches are
made with the spade, about 2 foot in width and
two and a halffect apart, ints which the plants
with the requisite quantity of ‘manure, are
placed, The soil which -is remsved from one
trench covers the manure in the other, and so on
until the entire groutd is gune over. "Both early
and  late varietics of cabbugcs should be.planted
at this season. The carly varieties cumprise
York, nonpareil, and pamphery ; and dramhead
and flat Dutch are nmonyst sowme of the hest late
voricties, In planting cabbages the early and
late varieties should be put down alternately;
the plants should stand in rows two and a half
feet apart, and eighteen inches distant in the
rows,  Abont the middle of August the carly
kinds will be fit for usc, and they should be re-
nioved, thereby giving space for the late varicties
to matare themsclves. These will now be left in
rows two and a half feet by three feet apart, and
will continue, if the weather is mild, till about
the middle uf Decembers. With a fair soil aud
good manurings, large crops of cabbages may be
raised in this way: we have scen upwards of
thirty fons per statute acre removed from the
ground during the seasvn. There is one psint in
the cultivation of the orop which deserves ‘par-
ticular attention—namely, to procure the best
plants of the kind. Marlet gardeners are fully
alive to thig fact, and in order to votain a supply
of first-class plants they grow their own seed and
raise plants from it. No matter what care is be-
stowved in the cultivation of the crop in (he way
of tillage and mznure, the produce will turn out
indifferent if the matter of good plants is not at-
tended to. With larger farmers the cultivation
of the crop i8 somewhat different from what we
have already deseribed, The preparation of the
gronnd is similar {0 that of any other gréen crop.
It is ploughed in wiater, and in springit is cross-
})Ioug ied, harrowed, rolled, graobbed, and freed
rom weceds, It is then made into drills with
the double-mould board plough, at distanges of
two and a half feet; the manure is spread iu the
drills, and afterwards cuvered by splitting or
reversing the drills. The plants are dibbled in
on the top of the drills, nlternating the early and
Iate varicties ns before, at distances of eightesn
inches asunder. Ths after cultivation of the
crop consists in looseniug the ground between
the drills with the grubber, and pulverising the
soil witly the drill-harrow and removing all weeds.
The last operation: consists of earthiug up the
crop with the double mould plough.

lo order to have o suceession of cabbages all
the year roand, three sowings of sced. are neces-
sar{.- The general sowing, which comprises toth
early and late varieties, should be ‘made about
the first week in August, A plot of ground
from which a crop of early putatocs has been re-
moved will answer the purpose admirably, This
sowing will provide plaats for use at this season
of the year, The second sowing should take
the first favourable weather iu April, and this
should eomprise "Bavoy and borecale or curled
Kale. Theplants frowm this sowing may bé used
for a erop after early potatoes. Markef gardens
in the vicinities of large towns sometimes realise
vpward of £20 an acre for this, which may be
considered vnly a “stolen. erop.” The Savoy
and borecole varietics ay also’ bo taken after a
crop of winter vetehes; and for the small farmer
we would recumumend cubbages after vetches
in preference fo the soft varieties of urnips,
Tl third sowing of cabbage secd may be made
about the last week in July, und this sowing
should embrace only the carly varieties, This
sowing will provide plants to ‘be planted out in
October ; they will bs ready for use in June and
Jaly, 2 period that feeding stuffs, especially for
gxgs, 1s very scarce; and, if this crop could not
¢ profitably disposed of in market, it may be
used for this purpuse. With large and small
farmers cabbages are & valuable crop; hence
their cxlenduf cultivation of late. “They are
usefal and most nutritive for every deseription of
stock, and, with good manuring, no green crop
will give so great a return, - _. .
