But finding a man named
Forrestal one of the tenants, on the road near his own
house, they immediately attacked bim and raised him
several times from the ground, endeavouring to throw
him intoa deep- ditch or bog bole at the side of the
road ; this being put in terror of kis life, he promised
to vote for Dr. Howlett the Magistrate, when they let
him go, Priest Rickard, Hay, and Sweetman, looking
on the whole time. There were at this time from 5
to 600 persons present, most of them from White-

co-operation of those belonging to ourown pr fession,
which will be the precursor of a speedy and beneficial
change. We cannot better couclude this week than
by extracting the following powerful and eloquent
article from the Standard, which, al;hough it has re-
ference| to the libel law, souches .sufficiently upon-the
other matters to which we have allnded : —

¢ We sre informed that a majority of the gentlemen con-.
nected with the provincial press have made arrangements
for the purpose.of addressing to parliament a petition for
& revision of the unjust and mischievous law of libel. We
rejoice that the subject has’ been taken up by the provin-
cial press, because, for reasons which we shall presently
explain, the provincial press: is entitled~génerally to .more
consideration wpon such a question: than.the “aggregate
press of the metropolis. - However, it is the dgty of all of
us who are sensible of the danger and degxiﬂutidn to .which
we are all exposed in the present state of the law, and who
feel that it is unmerited in our own several cases, to join
heartily in the pursuit of justice opened by our “provincial
brethren. Of one thing we may be well assured, that if we
do not urge our own cause, it will not, whatever thsy may
promise, be urged by others. _Peers and members of par-
liament, judges and lawyers, will not protect us if they can
help it : they all impartially bate us, and all wish to retain
us in that state of subjection and deb nt.to which we
are coudemmed by the present state of- the” law. . This-is
a point upon which all ranks of public men and all _parties
are agreed. They feel that the press has some power.dn
spite of them, and they prefer to check the increage of that®
power, by degrading laws, to giving it a right direction, by
placingus in our proper -position. The ~public may not
koow this, but we who are behind the scenes see it every
day. The very men who almost crawl to us in private
would not deign to recognise one’of us in public, still less
to render a kinduoess which could be detected ; while a
geutleui.n, who even offers an ordinary civility to one of
our proscribed order, is denounced by his equals as a per-
son who descends to * toady the press.’

* Now, how much the interests of the country, to say
nothing ‘of the- interests of justice, suffer by this persecu-
tion, will appear by the following considerations. There is
no higher aim can be proposed to a pure and honourable
ambition than the direction of the public mind to ends
which, 'in the judgment of those to whom the opportunity
offers, seem to be just, and conducive to the public good.
In a country like this, where 80 much freedomin other
respects prevails, and where, consequently, so much de-
pends upon whatever impression is made upon the public
mind, the attraction of this ambitious aim would be most
powerful. ~ The press, therefore, notwithstanding the toils
incident to its service, and even were it less productive of
a liberal recompense to its lahourers thaa it is, would na-
turally engage the first talent and the best dispositions in
the country, were there not some powerful priociple coun- |
teracting the natural tendency. Does the press engage the
first talents and tle best dispositions in the couutry ? We
care not how the question shall be answered, because we
are prepared to take the dilemma. * - !
