that of Niagara, had suddenly hurst upon the
city, carying rapid -an® ~ovérwhelming destruc-
tion.to everything in its -way, and causing the in-
habitants to flee in ‘the utmost consternatton for
the safety of their lives. -We bave ourselves. re-
ceived letters, and have seen similar ones ad-
dressed to others, expressing the greatest anxiety
on - the subject, and announcing an immediate
abandonment of the city. :

« Iy order that the ‘subject may he properly
understood abroad, and to relieve the minds of
those who may have friends in New Orleans, or
husiness relations with the city, we make the fol-
lowing statement, with all the details of which
our citizens are, of course, perfectly familiar.

+ 'The Mississippi runs through a ridge of land
formed originally by 1ts own deposits, which gra-
dually declines as it recedes from the banks, on
either side. The ridge, however, though higher
than the ground * further from the river, is not
high enough to keep the water within its banks
in seasons of flood, and in comsequence an em-
_hankment, or levee, is raised, the top of which 1s
intended to be above the highest floods. This
levee, however, is sometimes mot suhstantially
ade, or from some other defect, or being under-
miuned by the water, the latter makes a breach or
crevasse in it, which, though small at first, rapid-
ly enlarges. from the heavy rushof water through
it, and unless promptly checked and. closed, fre-
quentiy -becomes unmanageable and impossible
to be stopped.  The great body of water which
thus flows with overwhelming force through the
break, naturally secks first the low lands and
swamps which exist a short distance from the
river, which -are gradually’ filled ‘up, until the
whole country, above and below the crevasse, be-
comes overflowed ; and continues to rise ‘to a
greater or less extent, as the water may he able
to escape and diffuseitself more or less freely in-
to channels, lakes, or other outlets that may ex-
ist in the rear. i

« The crevasse from which New Orleans is
now suffering is fourteen miles above the city by.
the course of the river, and the break through
the levee, we understand, is to the extent of 300
feet, through which the water is rushing with
great force on.an average depth of ot less than
ten feet. - All the countryin the neighbourhood
of it, and all the adjoining plantations were soon
submerged, and the swamp in the rear was like
wise filled witls water, gradually making its way
down towards the city and the swamp in its rear,
and as this latter filled, the water steadily backed
up into the rear streets of the city, and has kept
gradually swell'ng - higher higher -towards the
more thickly-built . portions, until it has reached
in some places within six or seven square of- the
river, it being borue 1n mind 'that the streets are
highest near the river, and that the drainage of
the city contrary to that of morthern towns is
is from and not towards the river.

“ The business portion of the city has not
been at all invaded by the water, and no expecta-

The back: of -
the stone was stated to be somewhat concave,
and, as Mr. Caulfield thought, formed by art.—
Specimens of the small bonea found in the cham-
ber were - also rent.

“The thanks of the academy were voted to Mr.
Canlfield.

Captain Larcom presented from Mr. Searanke,
county surveyor of Westmeath, two spear heads,
one of bronze and the other of iron, which were
found in a tumulus in the above county, called
Croghan Erin, together with a fragment of avase
which was also discovered in the tumulus. Cap-
tain Larcom read a letjer from Mr. Searanke de-
scriptiveof the tumulusand excavationsin the cen-
tre of the former, the letter stated, a human skele-
tons was found ina perpendicular position, its low-
er extremities raised a little above the level of the
hase of the tumulus ; and the spear heads were
found in the vicinity of the skeleton.

Dr. Petrie remarked that the last of the ancient
Irish Pagan Kings was buried in aupright posi-
tion.. The remains taken from the tumulus in
question probably belonged to a period of transi-
tion from Paganism to Christianity.

The thanks of the academy were voted to Mr.
Searanke, for his donation and letter.

DISCOVERY OF ANCIENT GOLD RINGS—DO-
NATION OF ANTIQUE COIN.

Colonel Jones said he had been commanded by
his Excellency the Lord Lieutenant to lay before
the academy five gold rings, which had lately
been discovered in the county of Roscommon, in
some of the drainage operations that the Board
of Works were carrying on three, with the view of
ohtaining the opinion of the academy as to their
antiquity.  Having presented the rings, Colonel
Jones proceeded to say that he could ‘not give an
opinion as to what_might be their nitimate desti-
nation ; but as his Excellency selected the Royal
Irish Academy for obtaining an opinion upon
them, they (the academy) might hope: to find the
rings hereafter deposited in their museun.  He
would take the opportunity of stating that they
might feel very much indebted to Mr. Thomas
Mulvany, the engineer in charge ofthe works
where the rings were found, for the care taken by
him to have them preserved ; and he (Colonel
Jounes) wonld further state, that the commission-
ers of public works had long since given the
most stringent orders tor the preservation of any
articles of antiquity ‘that might be found in the
localities of their operations. The academy might
rest assured that the commissioners would use
their exertions to secure all such articles that

Lewcids that they bad a just title to the
house. He called their worships’ attention _to
the matter, because there was no time last
night to issue a- summons, and in order that
some decision might be come to.

.Mr. Mulcahy directed Head Constable Coe to
send to Lewcid forthwith, and direct him to give
up possession, and if he did-not, a warrant would
be immediately issued for his arrest; not only
that, but he- would return the case to Quarter
Sessions, if the statements made were true.

Head Constable Coe and another Constable
accordingly went to Lewcid, whom they met
upon the road, and told him their instractions,
upon which he returned to town with them. and
yielded to the power of the law, which he admit-
ted to have hroken.

AUTHORITY OVER PULPITS.

TO'THE LORD BISHOP OF DOWN, CONNOR,
d AND DROMORE.

My Lorp—Having heard that you lately is-
sued a prohibition, forbidding a iicensed rector
of the diocess of Armagh to preach an occasional
sermon in DBelfast, I beg leave to lay before
your Lordship, with the hope of vour inquiring
into their accuracy, the facts following. viz. : +—

1st. Many years ago, in England, the Lord
Bishop of Peterbarough proceeded against an in-
cumbent-in his diocess, for allowing a licensed
curate of the diocess of Lichfield to preach in
his church. without episcopal authority ; an. the
suit was decided in the Court of Arches. by Sir
John Nicholl, for the incumbent, aud against the
bishop, who was made to pay the full costs.

2d. When the Hon: Mr. Capel, rector of \Vat-
ford, in Hertfordshire, preached wiihin the dio-
cess of London, without episcopal permission. a
shnilar suit was instituted, which was also then

and thiere decided again in favour of the. incuro-

beant, and against the bishop. :

3. When Archbishop Magee, in Dablin, once
issued a circular prohibiting the introduction of
strangers into the pulpits of his diocess, the Rev.
J. D. Hastings, an incumbent therein, waited on
bis Grace to know what canon or law of the
church he should violate:by non-compliance with
his Grace’s direction ; and the archhishop having
assured him thatall he required was an obedience
in accordance with the lsw of the church, Mr.
Hastings publicly asserted that from that time
the archbishop never required more from him
than to ase due discretion in his selection of cler-
gywen, and that he (Mr. Hastings) never after-
wards asked his Grace’s’ permission for - any
stranger preaching an occasional sermon in his
church. Archdeacon . Magee also publicly testi-
fied that; though the archbishop, bis father, at
first maintained this supposed episcopal authori-
tyover the pulpits of his diocess, yet, for the last
six years, in deference to a high legal opinion ob-
tained in London, he relinquished it.

4th. The Rev. Robert Daly, now Lord Bishop
of Cashel, in a letter dated Powerscourt Glebe,
Deceaber 28, 1838, and addressed to the Rev.
Frank Sadlier, D.D., Chaplain to his Grace the
Archbishop of Dublin, wrote thus : —* It is mv
practice to admit duly qualified clergymen of
other diocesses ‘into wmy*pulpit without asking
leave of the Archbishop. I am willing to adwit
the fact and provide the archbishop with all the
legal evidence to provide it ; and I offer myself
as one against- whom the archbishop may insti-
tute:an amicable suit to try the question.” ‘This
offer was not accepted. )

5th. On the 26th December, 1836, the Ven.
T. P. Magee, in a letter to the Rev. Frack Sal-
lier, D.D.. writes thus :—* This point is” that of
pulpit jurisdiction ; the day fixed for the contro-
versy, -from the commencement, was the first
Sunday after Christmas. which day has been ad-
vertised in the public papers this last week. stat-
ing the preacher’s name, the Rev. Mr. T'rail (Mr.
Nolan’s substitute), and the subject tra:su’-
stantiation.””  In pursuance of this public notice,
the Rev. Mr. Trail, late Rector of Skull, in the
diocess of Cork, did preach on the said Sunday
after Christinas, 1a St. John’s Church, Dublin,
without prohibition, inhibition, or opposition, and
his so preaching was, at the time, thought to have
practically decided the question.

Gth. In all the preceding cases the strange
clergyman was, however, licensed within his own
diocess either as rector or curate. If he had not
been so licensed within some one diocess in

‘England or Ireland, then it is admitted that he

could not preach, either in his own or any other
diocess, without episcopal permission; and this,
again, will furnish an explanation of the fact,
that, on the 18th November, 1830, bis Grace the
Archbishop of Dublin did issue an inhbibition,
commanding the clergy in his diocess to inhibit
the Rev. L. J. Nowlan from preaching or per-
forming any other clerical office within the diocess
of Dublin and Gleudalough,without special licese
first had -been ohtsined ; because though Mr,
Nolan had freqaently officiated in Athboy,in the
diocess of Meath, he had not, as the Rev. Mr.
Noble puoblicly aflirmed, ever obtained any li-
cense frowm the bhishop of that diocess. It will
also explain an inhibition of a later date, similarly
prohibiting the Rev.I'.

land to-episcopacy, as it is at present circum-
stanced, 1n issuing so soon, after -your lordship’s,
appointment, a prohibition against a licensed in-
cumbent of Armagh, who, in point of character
and ability, is not,- perhaps, second to any one
clergyman in the. united church of England and
Ireland, if he be, indeed, surpassed in the world.

This bill, which bhad solely for its object ‘the
enabling. Baron Rothschild to take his seat in the
imperial parliament, and, with his co-religionists,
opposed to the vital principles of the Christian re-
ligion, to legislate on the matters of a Christian
people, had for its aim no public interest, was
opposed hy the people’s voices unmistakeably,’
and was supported in the Commouns and the Up-
per House almost solely by government mem-
bers and ministerial hangers-on. Itwas, in fact,
the effect of a species of compromise arising out

|
of the London election, the Jew on the onehand
lLiaving brought cash to the contest;; and Lord
John, on the other, having brought his credit to
the hustings in order to support his colleague.

We subjoin a brief history of this bill, which
we tale from an able article inthe E. Packet on
the subjact : —

« At the general election of August, 1847, the
Raron Lionel Rothschild was returned, along
with Lord John Russell, as one of the Parlia-
\tary representatives tor the city of London.
Ilis election created the utmost excitement, and
this exciternent was mot a little increased by a
notice of motion given by Lord John Russell,
ymmediately after the meeting of parliament in
the November following, for the admission of
Jaws to assist in making laws for a- Christian
preple.  For this purpose it was proposed that
the part of the Parliamentary oath, ** on the true
faith of a Christian,” should be abrogated, in
that, without any hurt to their con-
science, (1) these scoffers at our blessed Saviour
as an impostor and a mere carpenter’s son, might
obtain the privilege of speaking and voting on
questions involving perhaps the dearest interests
of Christianity. This bill, notwithstanding the
indignant remonstrance of the pubhlic, was ac-
cordingly introduced, and after a debate of two
evtnings, the first reading was carried on the 17th
of December, 1847, by a majority of 67 govern-
ment hacks. It was read a second time on the
7th of February, 1848, after another adjourned
debate, in which all the argument aod truth were
on the side of Christianity, by a majority of 73 ;
and it did not pass the final stage in the Com-
mons until the 3d of May following, when this
most iniquitous measure passed the Lower House
by a majority of 61. On the 26th of May,
1548, it was brought up to the Lords, when the
second reading was defeated by a majority of 35,
and it was thrown out for six u.onths, the debate
on that occasion being made remarkable by the
presence of the venerable uncle of ber Majesty,
the Duke of Camvbridge, who emphatically utter-
ed his condemnation of the obnoxiousbill.  Mi-
nisters had mot then the decency to. retire;
nay, they had not even the decency to abandon
the bill, as any Cabinet with a shred of proper
feeling or right principle would have done.”

Daniel Burton pleaded guilty to stealing a large
oak tree, the property of the Marquis of Water-
ford, on the 12th June—three mounths’ iinprison-
ment, and hard labour.

Thomas Madigan and Martin Halloran, two
poor-house buys, were severally indicted for steal-
ing house clothes the property of the Vice-Guar-
dians, and both pleaded guilty. Madigan was
sentenced to three months’ imprisoament, to ba
kept to hard labour, and to be once well whipped
in presence of the medical officer of the jail.—
Halloran, an incorrigible.offender, .and who had
been frequently convicted of larcenies, was. sen-
tenced with the unanimous consent of the bench
to seven years’ transportation. The hardened cul-
prit then said—** That’s all ye can do,” and
strutted back from the front of the dock.

Mpr. Morris said he regretted to have heard that
the Vice-Guardians expressed their opinion that
the magistrates did not do their duty in being so
lenient to the workhouse delinguents brought be-
fqre them—be was very certain the Vice-Gaar-
dians gid their duty well and properly towards
the public, aad he could assure them the magis-
trates also did theirs, as they shewed whenever an
incorrigible thief was brought before them.
Catherine Regan was found guilty of stealing
401bs. of lead the property of Cbarles Cotton, of
Parkswood. This was her second conviction—
she was sentenced to three months’ imprison-
ment, with hard labour.

Bryan. Keéarney and Michael Halloran, two
small boys, were indicted for stealing two loaves
from out of a car belonging to Patrick Power, at
Kilbarry.  No prosecution— discharged.

John Kelly, an adult pauper, was found guilty
of stealing a suit of workhouse clothes on the
19th June, One month’s imprisonment, and to
be whipped once the day before his discharge
from jail. ] ) .
Michael Joy, found guilty of stealing a rope at
Slievekale, the property of George White. ~One
month’s imprisonment, and to be once whipped.
The criminal business having been finished, his
Worship proceeded to dispose of the civil bills.

CITY QUARIER SESSIONS—EXPENSE
ON THE CITIZENS.

At the quarter sessions just terminated the
foreman of the city grand jury addressed the
Courtand said it was considered by bim and his
fellow jurors a great hardship on the citizens to
be obliged to support prisoners comnitted to the
city jail, although in a great many instances the
offences were committed in the county of Water-
ford, and mnot a few of them in other counties
(Kilkenny and Wexford.)  For the sake of the
character of the city, as_weli as to relieve the ci-
tizens from very considerable expense, he was of
opinion those cases should be tried.in the county
where the offences were committed.

The Barrister said the magistrates are entitled
to send the, persons charged with crime for trial
either at the place they were arrested and the pro-
perty found or whereithe offences were commit-
ted.” Ifthe citizens felt aggrieved they sbould
apply for a remedy to the Court of Queen’s
Bench, he had no authonty to interfere with the
duties of the magistrates. He would not say the
magistrates acted improperly—the expense of
sending parties to Kilkenny or Wexford for trial
might turn out as great as trying them here.

A Grand Juror—But surely, your worsbip, the
county Waterford prisoners could be tried in the
same building and not be saddled on the city
with their support. .

The Rarrister said if he stole a pocket hand-
kerchief in Wexford and was caught in Water-
ford they would have to send Mr. Tahuateau to
Wexford—in like manner they might have to
send him to Galway, Belfast, or Monaghan. He
thought it was biroad as it was long.

Mr. Tabuteau—The people of \Waterford who
buy stolen goods think it a very hard case.

Mr. Maher, one of the jury—Shoald the citi-
zens at large be taxed to convenience one indi-

Mr. Cooke said, during the present sessions a
woman from Dungarvan, where she was arrested,
was tried at the expense of the city, for stealing a
piece of flannel, and he had to pay £5 or £6
to witnesses.in the case who were brought here
from Dungarvan.

“ Moved by Joseph Strangman Richardson,
Esq., seconded by John J. Aylward, Esq.,—Re-
solved, thbatour foreman be requested to call the
attention of the Assistant Barrister and Bench of
Magistrates to the fact of 2 large number of cases
having heen sent for trial at this sessions for
offences not. committed in the city but in the
counties of \ aterford, Wexford and Kilkenny,
therehy imposing a great expense on the already
heavily taxed citizens of Waterford, in addition
to the great loss of time to the Court and jurors
—and the injury to the character of our city by
such large amount ot crime’ appearing on the
calendar.”” :

As so little satisfaction has been received from

the court or bench we wonld suggest that a public
meeting be called to take measures for the abate-
ment of this monstrous grievance, and one that,
independent of other effects, so largely increases

the taxation of the inhabitants.

_dore. to_the_ landing of - the_stairs before they
reached the door ; -they heard a noise without,
and upon gaining the landing found that the un-
fortunate man who had preceded themn had fallen
over theiron hand rail of the stone stairs, and
his shattered corpse was lying on - the flooring
heneath.  He fell upon his head, which is most

fearfully shattered, and the noise of the body
striking against the stone - floor, is stated to bave
resembled the report of a musket. It appears that
the stair rail is-only two feet aud a half in height,
and itis prohable that the unfortunate man slipped
on the flags ‘of ‘the Janding, and striking against
the ral, toppled over. Corrigan was a highly
efficient and well conducted officer of the prison,
and had held his situation for, we understand,
twenty seven years. He has left a family un-
provided for. “An. inquest is to be held on the
body this day ; but the above statement of facts
is perfectly correct in every particular.—(Kilkenny
Moderator.)

FOREIGN INTELLIGENCE.

AUSTRIA. '
- Vienna, June 9.
The Weiner Zeitung of this day coutains the
official appointment of Barun Von Hayuau to
the command in chief of the Imperial troops 1n
Hungary, in the Grand Duchy of Transylvania,
and consigns ‘to him the government of those
Crown lands which are now in a state of war and

" of siege.

All the officials and. public functionaries are
enjoined to rendsr implicit obedience and assist-
ance. The document is signed by the Emperor,
counter-signed by Prince Scharwzenberg.

The Weiner Zeitung says—* That on the 16th
the Magyar insurgents made a general ‘attack on
the [mperial army standing in the island of
Schutte z2nd the lower Waag, which was victo-
rionsly repelled at every point. The Imperialists
took eight 12-pounders,. 1,000 prisouers, and 60
horses. About 70 Hussars were left dead ouo the
feld. In this engagement a Uhland of the
Kaiser regiment, who was pursuing an officer of
Hussars, threw his lance with such force and pre-
cision at a distance of twelve feet at his fugitive
enewy, that the officer was pierced through, and
fell fron his horse. - The corps that was attacked
was the brigade under the command of Field
Marshal von Riesbach. <

RUSSIA AND POLAND. -
’ : St. Petersburgh, June 13.
The official journal of “this day states. thatin
consequence of a -command received from his
Majesty, public prayers wiil be offered in all the
churches of the metropolis on the 13th of June,
on occasion of the speedy commencement of the
operations of the army. H
Letters from Isalisch, of the 10th, say that
the cholera is raging fearfully in the Russian
camp at that place, and that from 30 to 50 die of
it daily. 5 .

> ITALY.
The inteliigence from Rome is to the 19:h, at

which date the city still held out. .
‘I'he Osservatore Triestino, of the 15th, gives the

« All the positions ouiside Ancona, within one
hundred paces from the citadel, are occupied by
the Imperial and Royaltroops.

ened to hombard the town in case it intended ts
yield. On the 12:b the garrison 6f Ancona made
a sally with about one thousand men, butw:s re-
pulsed by the battalion Hobenloe at the point of
the baycnet, without firing a shot. In this affair
the above battalion had a loss of 5 dead and 17
wounded ; that of the enemy must have been at
Jeast double. )

The Rissorgimento of-Turin says that on the
17th instant Ancona was reduced to its last ex-
tremity. - Whoever speaks of surrender is punish-
able with death.

Zanoline, the
mayor of the city, Marsigili, and Zucchini, coun-
ciilors.

FRANCE AND ROME.

In the Legislative Assembly, on Monday, a bill
for the better regulation of the public: press was
presented by the President of the Council.—
The object of this bill is to render thé law much
more stringent. It was to be discussed on Wed-
nesday. - : :

It was rumoured that a body of Hungarians.
had arrived at Fiume, on their way to Venice,
with the view of assisting the insurgents. I'his
report threw some gloom:over the Bourse and the
funds, which had been rising, then declined in a
trifling degree. ' :

The Bayonne Internationale of the 21st men-
tions that a telegrapbic despatch had been received
from Oporto, communicating the death of the ex-

Paris, Monday Evening.

Dispatches have, it is said, been received by the
Mimster of Foreign Affairs from M. de Corcelles,
from the head-quarters of the French expedit on-
ary army, which state that 1f the French Cat'inet
persist; after the taking of Rome, in leaving to
the Romans the right of choosing their own form
of government, ‘the Pope has determined to re-
pair to Bologna and place bimself under the pro-
tection of Austria and the other coalesced powers.

Our (Globe) Paris correspondent, in his letter
of yesterday, says— =~ =

#The Italians in-this capital who are favorable
to the cause of the Pope, and to the progress of
the French ‘intervention as a medium between
despotism and anarchy, are by no means satisfied
with the last despatch of General Oudinot. They
foresee along and obstinate resistance at Rome,
unless the party of order should take courage and
declare itself. In their opinion the defenders of
Rome may, if they be ‘resolved to resist all oyer-
tures for an arrangement, make a second Sarra-
gossa of the affair, and at the last, in their rage,
commit dreadful excesses. General Oudinot by
his new positions will command the Transtevere,
which 18 certainly a grand point, if the inhabitants
there should declare in his favour ; but even then
he will have the river to cross, and may subse-
quently meet with great resistance. . Should the
‘I'ransteverians defend themselves vigorously, it

will, say most of the Romans now in Paris, take

a fortnight to reduce them.”

‘T'he. Paris cdrrespondent of the Times, in his
letter, dated Monday, 5 p. m., says—

« It was rumoured last night in cestain politi-
cal circles that the English government tendered
its advice to the French cabinet to endeavor, even
at the last moment, to come to some arrangement
with the Roman government, without proceeding
to any further hostilities. - It was also stated this
day, in the same quarter, that the English govern-
ment has remonstrated, though ina friendly man-
ner, against the bombardment of Rome. I merely
mention the fact of such a rumour being in exist-
ence in a respectable qnarier, without, however,
heing enabled to confirm its correctness foom still
higher sources.”

THE PAPAL STATES.

The Roman Monitor of the 15th instant pub-
lishes a proclamation, addressed by the Triumvi-
rate on the 14th to the National Guard, statiog
that percussion tmuskets being indispensable for
the defence of the city, all citizens who possessed
such guns were requested to surrender them for
the use of their brethren of the arwy :(—

« Flint guns,” it says, ‘“‘are sufficient for the
defence of order and of the interior of the city,
and such an exchange is consequently the duty of
all good citizens.” :

« People,” says another document, contained
in the Monitor— 3 :

« [ order to he closer to the point attacked,
the Committee of Barricades is removed from the
Boromeo Palace to the Farnese Palace. In this
latter armorers will be found to repair, . gratui-
tously, the guns of the people.

VENICE.

The Austrians opened, on the 13th instant, a
very hnvy.ﬁre upon the bridge of the Laguna,
which continued until evening.  They intended

to storm the place on that side; hut were valiantly
repulsed. They had prepaved for the purpose
180 bhoats to attack: the Venetian flotilla, bhut were
driven back with loss. The Austrian fleet being
before Ancona, Venice had drawn abundant sup-
plies by sea from the neighhouring country and
even Trieste. ;

AUSTRIA AND HUNGARY.

We (Times) have received our Vienna corres-
pondence of the 21st instant. It confirms our
former advices of the Russian army under the
command of Field Marshal Prince Paskietwitch
having marched from Gallicia into Hungary on
the 17th and 18th instant. The Russian army
marched in four columns, which were command-
ed by Generals Bushing, Bielogujeff, Rudiger,
and Grabhe.
The greatest doubts continue to prevail on the
1ssue of the battle of Szered. We find, however,
in the Austrian papers, a statement of the trans-
port of a vast number of wounded Imperialists
from Szered to Tyrnau.
There is more certainty respecting the move-
ments of the Ban of Croatia, who has heen force
to raise the siege of Petarwaradin, and to evacuate
Neusatz, where his troops were too much ex-
posed to the fire from the fortress. He continued
only in the occupation of one of the suburbs,
which lies without range of gun-shot from Petar
waradin. - -
The Weiner Zeitung has an account of the late
battles in the island of Shutt, and on the banks
of the Waag. If we can credit this report, the
positions of the Iinperialists were attacked by the
Hungarians, whom they repulsed .on all poiuts, at
Szerdahely, Bush, Shintau, and Szered.

A
very extensive provision merchant of Tullamore
tells.me that he has frequently purebased in the

the late fairs of Moate, Ballycumber, and Clare,
the fat pigs exhibited were less toan one hun-'

Pig feeding with dock [ do not propose as a
new thing, but rather as well-proved hy the expe-
rience of many both in this and neighhouring
counties. [ ‘merely aim at 1ts benefits being
known more extensively.

I shall now put in store pigs and I expect in a
few months' to be able to tell you my esperience
of good results. Try this for yourselves. Industry
at home may yet prove better than emigration to
distant lands.

'genure of Lands in Ireland into a Tenure in
ee. .

{Brought from the Lords, 19th June, 1849.)

The preamble sets out—Whereas many lands
in Ireland are held under leases and under-leases
respectively with covenants for perpetual renewal,
and great expenss is constantly incurred in pro-
curing rénewals under such covenants, and much
litigation and inconvenience from such tenures;
and it is ,expedient that such tenures should be
converted, in manner hereinafter provided, into
tenures in fee, and that, except as berein ex-
cepted, all leases and under leases of lands in Tre-
land, with covenants for perpetual renewal,
granted or made after the passing of this act,
should operate and take effect in manner herein-
after mentioned : Beit, &c.— - :

1. Reversioner, &c., to execute grants in fee-
farm when required by lessee or under-lessee in
perpetuity. Grant not to be required where right
of renewal is lost. Notice of the -dispute of the
right to be giyen. :

2. Amount of fee-farm rent—* That the fee-
farm /rent to be made payable by every such
grant as aforesaid shall, where the lease or under-
lease (as the case may be) to the owner of which
the grant is made renewable without fine, or upon
payment of a peppercorn or merely nominal fine
of like nature, be of the like amount as the yearly
rent made payable by such lease or under-lease,
and shall, where such lease or under lease is re-
newable upon payment of a fine or fines not
merely nominal, be of an amount egual to the ag-
gregate amount of the yearly rent iade payable
by such lease or under-lease, and the value of the
renewal fine or fines and fees (if any) such value
to be estimated or computed with regard to the
prohable duration of the subsisting term, the
average duration of life, and the respective periods
for renewal, but without regard to, ana exclu-
sively of any penal rents or sums made payable
upon neglect, delay, or refusal to apply for or
take renewal, and to be ascertained as herzinafter
mentioned if the parties differ about the saine.

3. Lessee or under-lessee may require excep-
tions, &c., finterfering with cultivation to be com-
muted. :

4. Certain rights not to be commuted but with
consent. That where any right to timber, timber
trees or other trees, woods, underwood, or under
ground woods, bogs, mosses, turbaries, mwines,
minerals, quarries, or royalties, whether under
exception or reservation contained 1o the lease or
under leasein perpetuity or otherwise, is annexed
to or belongs to the reversion or estate from the
owner of which a grantis required.

5. Compensation where there is a loss on the
conversion of the reversion into a rent to he made
by ddditional rent, or a gross sum of money of the
same, or in proportionate amount.

6. By consent 4 portion of the lands comprised
in lease, &c., may be allocated in lieu of farm-
rent, or the fee-farin vent may be charged on part
only of such lands.

7. Grants valid. agzinst all parties. Estate in
fec.farm rent, &c., to be descendible, &c., as a
reversion. [Estates created under grants in the
land and fee-farm rent to be subject to the old
uses, &c.

8. Counversion not to revoke testamentary dis-
positions.

9. Exceptious asto dower and courtesy. Saving
of royalties. &c.

10. Covenants running with the lands.

11. As to covenants contained in leases granted
by the governor, &c., of the Irish society.

12. Conversion of lessee’s or under-lessee’s in-
terest not to affect demises made by him.

13. Rights of superior owner and right to in-
demnification against superior rents preserved.
14. Under lessee entitled to require his lessor
to obtain renewal may require bim to obtain a
grant.

15. Subseguent grant to owner of lease, &c., to
feed grant previously made by him.

16. Acquisition of land charged with fee-farm
rent to operate as apportionment of rent.

17. Provision in case owner is under disability
or abroad. -

15. The portion added under this act to.any
former rent to be liable to deduction for poor rate.
19. Act pot to alter liability to tithe-rent
charge.

. June 2.

< T jumped from the side of the vessel, a height of
21 feet, on the ice, and broke my right leg in doing
so. Notwithstanding my leg was broken, I rolled
myself into the sea, and swam after the life boat, in
which the captain and some sailors were making their
escape, but in coming near it the captain stood up,
and made several lounges at me with a naked sword,
and I was obliged to turn back to the ice again; I
was then much exhausted, and would, in all proba-
bility, have been drowned, had not one of the pas-
sengers exclaimed, ¢ Oh, thepoordoctor I’ end pulled
me up on the ice.. About fifty persons died of cold ;
only three were drowned, and these were two women
who would or could not get out of the ship, and the
husband of one of them, whio astually left the ice,
and climbing up the sinking vessel, said he would die
with his wife, which he did.*

¢ T remained on board the ship Nicaragua a fort-
night before we got to Quebec, and suffered much,
having to lie on bare boards in the cabin. I came
to this hospital on the 12th of May, andam going on
well.”

Livirrool. CorNy Excaancr—June 26,

In many of the agricultural districts and consum-
ing towns of this country and Ireland, wheat and
flour, at the close of iast week, were reported to im-
prove in value; Indian corn, howerver, influenced by
several arrivals into Irish ports, and, in anticipation
of further supplies in that direction from abroad,
was quoted a few shillings per ton lower, notwith-
standing the limited quantity remaining in the stores
of that country, and the’ large requirements needful
until harvest.

In addition to the arrivals noted on Friday, we
have to report a few more parcels of grain and flour
coastwise and from Ireland, with further accessions
from abroad ; forming altogether for the week ending
yesterday, a liberal supply of wheat, Indian corn,
and beans, including a fair quantity of States flour,
and several minor imports.

The ‘continued interruption to exports from the
blockaded ports of the north of Europe. the conse-
quent decrease of imports into London and the east
coast of England, combined with very short delive-
ries from the growers, the diminution of stocksin the
granaries of this country, and the further risein Lon-
don yesterday, imparted a firmer feeling as regards
the leading articles of the cora trade at our market
this morning.

Upon sales to a moderately fair extent. both Eng-
lish and foreign wheats advanced 24 to 3d per 70lbs.
over the current rates of this day se’nnight. aithough
buyers did not appear generally willing to purchase
freely at the amendment.

Flour, meeting a good inquiry, improved further
again to-day, prime brands of States and Canadian
commanding 1s per brl., and home-made, as well as
Irish, 1s per sack above last Tuesday's quotations.

Barley, malt, beans, and pease, appear 10 move
leisurely on the terms last noted. .

QOats and oatmeal, although taken sparingly by
consumers, were held steadily at late prices.

Having an increased demand for Indian corn, the
transactions therein to-day were considerable; seve-
ral floating cargoes also changed hands, and of the
present arrivals few parcels remain unsold.
